Main Purpose of Job:
The Maintenance Assistance (Plant Operator) is responsible to the Technical Manager for the operation and maintenance of the Telescopic Handler and associated equipment, carrying out greasing tasks on the ferries, and the maintenance of all lifting equipment and ladders and mobile scaffolding towers.

Duties and Responsibilities:
1.
Responsible for the planned maintenance of the Telescopic Handler and liaising with external contractors for any defects to be rectified and provision of a replacement handler if required.
2.
Maintain operating and maintenance records for the Telescopic Handler and associated equipment.
3.
The safe operation of associated Telescopic Handler equipment in accordance with manufacturer’s guidelines including:

Sweeper, Bucket, Platform, Sprayer, Forklift and Hook attachments.


4.
Ensure that the slipways are maintained and kept clear of weed growth by:
· Sweeping of the slipways using mechanical sweeper.

· Periodic spraying of the slipways using a biocide inhibitor at the correct concentration and coverage to inhibit/reduce weed growth.
· Plan sweeping routines around tide times to enable maximum slipway cleaning coverage.

· Utilising ‘stand alone’ power washers as required to support slipways cleaning.

5.
Ensure that all staff are correctly briefed on the safety precautions and the sequence of operations relating to the Telescopic Handler during replacement, disconnection and reconnection of the ferry main chain both during operations on the ferry and the slipways. 
6.
Carry out Telescopic Handler lifting operations as requested, using forks, hook and bucket.

7.
Carry out the mandatory periodic inspections of all ladders used by Tamar crossings staff at the Ferry. Complete reports for all inspections and maintain an inspection register.  

8.
Carry out and record pre-use inspections of mobile scaffolding in accordance with current Health and Safety regulations. 

9.
Responsible for carrying out routine maintenance and inspection of all lifting equipment including chain blocks and lifting slings. Ensure the correct storage of this equipment and assist independent inspectors with annual insurance inspections and audits.

10.
Assisting the recovery of any broken down vehicles that impede the safe operation of the ferries.

11.
Carry out routine greasing of ferry equipment as required by the Planned Maintenance Programme this includes working at height and in confined spaces. 
12.
Responsible for the cleanliness and safe storage of all plant equipment, ferry spares, consumable stores (De-icing salt, Biocide inhibitor etc) and waste within the yard area.    
13.
Assist the technical staff with maintenance tasks as required.
14.
Ensure that all tasks and duties are carried out in accordance with current Health and Safety regulations and Tamar Crossings Safe Systems of work.
15.   
Any other duties that may reasonably be requested appropriate to the grade of the post including callouts to assist in out of hours emergencies. 
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
